1. - Remove: 3 D's (dead, diseased. damaged), twiggy growth. oldest cane, crossing canes, suckers and
stubs.

Select 3-5 main canes, symmetrically spaced apart.

3. Make cuts approximately 18" above the bud union for cane length. (This applies to hybrid tea roses.
all other rose categories prune min.1/3rd, max.1/2 of what you are looking at).

4. Prune to an outside bud or to a bud that will grow in the desired direction.

5. Make cuts at a 45° angle. 1/4-1/2" above a bud, slanting away from the bud.

6. Ideally remove one old cane each year to force new breaks from the bud union.
7. Stubs left at the bud union cause replacement cane problems.

8. Experiments have shown that the more wood you retain the larger the plants and more flowers
produced. Severe pruning robs the plant of stored energy.

9. Cutting flowers correctly is a type of pruning. (Prune to the second five leaflet leaf or lower).

10. A minor pruning could be done to "rejuvenate” your rose plant at the end of summer, in order to get
anew flush of flowers in the fall.

PRUNING CONCEPTS

1. Heading Back- Reduces the height and width of the rose plant. Prune just above a bud. Remove at
least 1/3rd up to 1/2 of the existing plant.

Directional Pruning- Pruning back to a bud that will grow in the desired direction. Generally, prune
to an outside bud. Keep the center of the plant open.

3. Thinning Out- The removal of unwanted growth i.e. excess new growth. (3D's) dead, diseased.

A STANDARD (popularly called “tree rose") consists of three parts:
understock, stem or trunk, and head. Onto a regular understock is

first budded a rose that will produce a long, thick cane for the trunk.
Then a year later, the desired hybrid tea or floribunda is budded onto
the trunk. Basic pruning guidelines apply to standards, with the accent
on symmetry. After pruning, the head should not have any stems ’ r
extending beyond its generally dome-shaped outline. Most vuinerable !
part of a standard is the trunk. Give each standard a sturdy stake at
planting time, placing stake close to trunk and extending several
inches into-head. Trunks are susceptible to sun-scalding, so place
stake on sunny side of trunk or wrap burlap around trunk.

HYBRID TEAS have undergone constant
improvements, until they have become the rose of
the 20th Century. Flowers are borne singly on
long stems or in small clusters. Colors range from
whites through lavenders, pinks, yellows, oranges,
and reds, with mixtures and blends all in between.
Most are fragrant. Plants are grafted onto
vigorous shrub rootstock to produce salable plants
faster in large quantities. They grow from 4-5 feet
in height.

POLYANTHAS arrived on the French scene about
the same time as the Hybrid Teas, derived mainly
from Rosa multiflora and crossed with Tea and
China roses. The low-growing, continuous-
blooming plants produce large clusters of small
flowers in all rose colors.

FLORIBUNDAS, sometimes called Hybrid
Polyanthas, resulted from an early twentiety-
century cross of the Polyanthas and Hybrid teas.
As the name implies, they produce "flowers in
abundance.” Blooms resemble Hybrid Teas in
form and color range, and are bomne in clusters.
Most plants are disease-resistant, hardy, and low
growing.

GRANDIFLORA roses came into being as an
American classilication to designate roses that are

intermediate in habit between Hybrid Teas and
Floribundas. The fiowers resemble Hybrid Teas,
but are borne in clusters like Floribundas. Growth
habit resembles Floribundas, but the plants are
generally taller than Hybrid Teas.

MINIATURE roses came to Europe about 1815
with R. chinensis minimas (R. Rouletti). They
were a rage in France, but fashion changed, and
they quickly faded from sight. It wasn't until the
late 1920's that the miniature was rediscovered
growing in a window in Switzerland. In recent
years the small plants with tiny flowers have
become increasingly popular. Most bloom
continuously and varieties appear in all the colors
and forms of hybrid teas, with 5 to 70 petals. They
have little or no fragrance.

CLIMBING roses and rambiers are botanically tall-
growing (6 to 20 feet) plants of any one of the
other types of roses. They are not true ciimbers
since they have no tendrils with which to attach
themselves, but must be tied to a support. In the
wild, thorns act as tendrils. They may be
everblooming or once-blooming each year, and
come in a wide range of flower color, size, and
form.
